OLDENBURG JEWELS STOLEN
Oldenburg, July 2

The jewels of the Duchess of Oldenburg
were stolen from the Residenz-Schloss late
vesterday afternoon. Sentries guarding the jewels
left their posts when smoke began billowing from a
small room adjacent 1o that in which the treasure
was kept. The “fire” had apparently been caused
by a smoke bomb used by the thief.

Dr. Ebenizer Turnbull delivered a
lecture. which dealt with the history of
excavations, and the method by which they may
most profitably be conducted. Dr. Tumbull and
archacologists James Windibank and Andrew
Weatherby are embarking this week on a new
Egypuian expedition, excavating Katebet's Tomb st
the head of the Valley of the Kings near Kamnak
and Luxor.

Saturday’s lecture was illustrated by
photographs thrown on a screen by the clectnc
light which showed vividly and distinctly not only
the work done at its vanous stages, but the modus
operandi, the conditions under which work of this
character must be camed on, and the instruments
necessary for the purpose. and enabled those
present 1o realize that, in classical study as in the
sciences, there 1s an ample field of expeniment and
discovery open 1o the individual.

Dr. Turnbull prefaced his lecture by an
explanation of the real objects of these
excavations. In these days, whatever might have
given the first stimulus 10 such efforts, the primary
maotive was certamly not 1o find and keep treasure.,
any more than it was the aim of the astronomer 10
possess a star.  The modern archacologist was as
hutle 1o be confounded with the treasure-secker as
the mincralogist was with the gold miner. His aim
must be 1o restore (o life the monuments of bygone
umes, 1o bnng vividly before us the vanous phases
of ancient socienies, whether civilized and
uncivilized.

ARCHAEOLOGIST DEAD

IN MUMMY'S TOMB
Kamak, March 4

Professor Ebenizer Tumbull, organizer of
the Katebet Tomb expedition, was found dead in
the tomb carly this morming. The inner chamber
was reached early in the year after much difficult
labour, and the archacologists were quite ecstatic
over the excellent condition of the sarcophagus.
chamber artifacts and the Katebet Mummy itself.
The party was in the final weeks of its work in the
arca when disaster struck.

Mr. Turnbull had worked late into the
night, remaining in the chamber alone after other
members of the party had retired for the mght. His
body was discovered by Mr. Andrew Weatherby,
another of the progect archacologists. Mr. Turnbull
had been strangled 1o death. Ancient linen
bandages were found around his neck.

Upon hearing of the Professor’s death,
several of the natives working on the excavation
called upon Isis and Osins for protection and for
forgiveness for disturbing the sacred tomb,
Inscriptions found on the canopic jars and doors
indicate that thas death may be the mystenous work
of the ancient god Tuamautef and his goddess,

— T DISASTER AT SEA

Our  Philadelphia  Correspondent
telegraphs: —A Gloucester. Massachuselts
despatch brings a ternible tale of the sea, told by
Captain Ryan, of the schooner S.D. Story. He
amived yesterday from lceland. having sailed on
Oct. 19. Off the south coast of lceland he reports
that a large fMeet of French fishing vessels had
gathered 1o fish, when a heavy gale came on
causing greal destruction among the fleet, and
scattening it in all direcions. Six vessels were Jost
with their crews. One had her deck swepl, losing
her captain and |11 men. another her captain and
three men, and a third her captain and two men.

April 10 (Before Mr. Justice DENMAN)

HARRY ATKINSON, 21, tanner, was
mndicted for wounding Lucretia Pnm, with intent 1o
murder.

Mr. Mead and Mr. Wilfrid Robarts
prosecuted: Mr. Faversham, at the request of Mr.
Justice Buchanan, appeared for the defence.

The prosecutrix, a girl of 15, was
employed as a waitress at a coffee-shop in
Bermondsey, at which the prisoner was a customer.
On the day in question the prisoner entered the
shop and asked the prosecutrix for a cup of tea.
The prosecutrix served him one, and asked him
whether he would have some bread and butter, but
he answered in the negative. The prosecutnix was
walking out of the shop. when the prisoner, having
locked the doors, caught hold of her and cut her
throat with a penknife, inflicting a senous wound,
after which he left the house. The prosecutrix was
taken to the hospital, where her wound was
atiended 10

MR. FAVERSHAM, addressing the jury
for the defence. submitted that the prisoner was of
unsound mind at the ime, and not responsible for
his actions.

Evidence was given showing that the
prisoner had suffered from epileptic fits, was of
morose and sullen temperament and had received
injunies 1o the head.

Dr. Gilbert, surgeon at Holloway Gaol,
said the prisoner was of very weak intellect and
almost an imbecile, but he knew what he was
doing.

The jury, after a considerable absence from
Court, found the prisoner Guilty on the second
count of wounding with the intent 10 do grievous
bodily harm and added that they were of opinion
that he was of weak mind, but not irresponsible for
his actions.
